In Class Rules:

Consequences for Following Class Rules:

Logical rewards may include any of the following:

Earned good grades, Honor/High Honor roll, good work is posted, first dismissed from class, good job coupon, chosen for “student of the week”, special certificate, honor chair.

Simple rewards may include any of the following:

Smile from teacher, high five, handshake, words of encouragement, private or public praise, a note, a note home, a phone call home.

Lavatory and Locker Privileges:

Lavatory passes will be granted as needed, locker passes at the discretion of the teacher.

Grading Policy:

1. Most assignments, tests, quizzes and homework will be graded on a letter scale. Letter grades include “A” (95), “B” (85), “C” (75) and “R” (redo/retest). 

2. Students who receive an “R” on any assignment or assessment will be directed to complete a redo assignment. Once the redo assignment is completed, the student will be provided an opportunity for retesting. Redoing a grade of “R” is mandatory.
3. Students who receive grades of “B” or “C” may also take advantage of redo/retest opportunities. These students will be directed to complete a redo assignment. Once the redo assignment is completed, the student will be provided an opportunity for retesting. Should a student receive a higher letter grade on the redo then the higher grade will replace the lower grade. Redoing a “B” or “C” is not mandatory. 
Homework:

Homework is rarely assigned. Students are expected to review notes Monday – Thursday at least 10 minutes per day. Occasionally an assignment that was started in school may need to be completed outside of the classroom.
Materials:

You need a 3 ring binder, highlighter, and pens or pencils.

Absence and Making up Missed Work:
