Modified Career Development and Occupational Grades 10-12 (Ages 15-21)

Standard 1: Students will be knowledgeable about the world of work, explore career options and relate personal skills, aptitudes and abilities to future career decisions.

MCD1.1    Students will learn about the nature of the workplace
· Indicate how hobbies, favorite school subjects, interests and special talents relate to working with people and specific occupations (Interest inventories)

· Identify long-range personal and career goals (Level I Vocational Assessment updated annually)

· Participate in a work study program (BESTT)

· Participate in a job experience with a 1:1 job coach

· Demonstrate the importance of punctuality, dependability, integrity and getting along with others and working cooperatively in a group

· Can make choices about saving and spending money that they have earned in the workplace

Standard 2: Students will demonstrate how academic knowledge and skills are applied in the workplace and to other settings.
MCD2.1    Students will demonstrate learned skills across environments (school, home, 

                  community, and work)

· Explore and/or describe jobs in the local community

· Integrate mathematical/science and communication skills in real-life situations (plan a garden, shop for a party)

· Apply mathematical skills to purchase items from a grocery store, compare prices, total their purchases and count change

· Explain why being able to tell time is important in your job

Standard 3: Students will demonstrate mastery of the foundation skills and competencies essential for success in the workplace.

MCD3.1     Students will use basic skills to read, write, listen to clearly communicate and 

                    perform skills on a simple functional level

· Follow simple one-step to two-step verbal or tactile directions

· Read functional words such as restroom, stop, etc.

· Recognize and identify vocabulary associated with simple jobs

MCD3.2    Students will recognize that there is a problem and make decisions to solve 

                  the problem to accomplish a task

· Follow simple instructions

· Generalize skills in different settings (e.g., using a microwave at home and in a breakroom)

MCD3.3     Students will demonstrate the personal qualities that lead to responsible 

                   behaviors

· Arrive at school and work on time

· Complete tasks and assignments as directed

· Demonstrate appropriate hygiene/dressing for school and the workplace

· Demonstrate appropriate self control in school, in the community, and in the workplace such as no hitting, bad language or inappropriate displays of affection

· Demonstrate positive behaviors through interactions (sharing resources, helping others, etc.)

MCD3.4    Students will demonstrate positive interpersonal qualities in the workplace

· Work cooperatively with peers to accomplish a task

· Respond positively to constructive criticism

· Work as a member of a team toward a common goal

MCD3.5    Students will use appropriate types of technology for job tasks

· Time clock

· Photo copier

· Paper shredder

· Computer

· Calculator

· Telephone

MDC3.6    Students will utilize information to make decisions

· Listen to the morning weather forecast to determine what clothes to wear that day

· Arrange for transportation or use a bus schedule to determine when their bus will come

· Utilize a menu at a fast food restaurant to determine how much an item costs (utilize a budget with tipping)

MDC3.7   Students will demonstrate an awareness of the knowledge, skills, abilities and 

                  resources needed to complete a task

· Utilize resources provided in school or on the job to complete a simple task such as collating and stapling a 3-page flyer within a specified time frame

· Follow a personal schedule

MDC3.8   Students will demonstrate understanding of how a system operates and 

                 identify where to obtain information and resources within the system

· Explain the daily schedule in the workplace and how they will complete tasks

· Eat in a break room

· Use the transportation system to get to school or a job
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
