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Music


Grade 7 Chorus

Standard 1:  Sings, alone and/or with others, a varied repertoire of music

CH 7.1.1  Sings on pitch and in established rhythm, with appropriate timbre, diction, and posture while maintaining steady pulse and tempo
· small group singing on pitch

· performing with emphasis of consonants at the beginning, middle and endings of words

· rehearsing with emphasis on attack, duration & release of formed vowels and consonants

· rehearse & perform with the use of appropriate vowel formation e.g. (oo, oh, ah, ay, ee)

CH 7.1.2  Sings expressively, with appropriate dynamics, phrasing and interpretation in the group choral setting

· understands definitions and meanings of commonly used dynamic markings, musical markings and tempo markings including different languages
CH 7.1.3  Blends vocal timbres, matches dynamic levels, and responds to the directions and cues of a conductor when singing as part of the group
· recognizes conductor’s patterns for use in rehearsal & performance 

· recognizes conductor’s directions & cues for dynamic level, pulse, intonation and tone quality

CH 7.1.4  Performs and understands songs representing different genres from diverse cultures and styles of music

· identifies vocal timbres that are appropriate for different genres of music

· sings appropriate rhythmic nuances within the different styles

CH 7 1.5  Associates solfeggio syllables (do, re, mi, etc.) with melodic passages performed individually, as a group, and in simple part singing
· understands the intervallic relationships between each pitch of the scale (advanced technique based on previous experience with the material)

· emphasis on step-wise movement working towards the vocal intervals of the 3rd, 5th, 4th, and octave using the tonic chord as a basis in major keys

Standard 2:  Performs on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of 

                      music

Standard 2 applies only to the instrumental performance ensembles

Standard 3:  Improvises melodies, variations and accompaniments

Standard 3 does not apply to all students in most choral rehearsals and performances except in selective and/or auditioned situations where the composition affords that opportunity.
Standard 4:  Composes and arranges music within specified guidelines


   Standard 4 does not apply to a choral music setting.

Standard 5:  Reads and notates music

CH 7.5.1  Reads sixteenth and dotted notes and rests in common time (4/4),  6/8, 3/8, and alla breve (2/2) meter signatures in addition to the introduction of mixed and changing meters within a particular arrangement
CH 7.5.2  Reads at sight simple melodies in both the treble and bass clefs

· Students learn to identify the tonic pitch using various major key signatures through sight reading skills

· Student can sing various intervallic relationships using the scale tones and solfeggio syllable
· Emphasis on stepwise movement working toward the understanding and performing of 3rds, 4ths, 5ths, and the octave   

CH 7.5.3  Knows and understands symbols and traditional terms referring to dynamics, tempo, and articualation

CH 7.5.4   Reads parts within a vocal score of up to three (SSA, SAB) staves including where appropriate, 2 staves (Treble & Bass) accompaniment movement
CH 7.5.5   Reads music that contains level appropriate technical demands, expanded ranges, and varied interpretive requirements

· Knowledge of different registers of the voice (eg. Head Voice, Chest Voice, Falsetto)

Standard 6:  Knows and applies appropriate criteria to music and music 

                      performances

CH 7.6.2  Understands the basic principles of meter, rhythm, intonation, chords and harmonic progressions

· Understands the use of constructive criticism in terms of rehearsing toward improving the goal of a performance ready arrangement
CH 7.6.3  Knows the criteria that affect the quality and effectiveness of music performances and compositions

· Chorus group works toward the expressive impact and phrasing necessary to improve the performance
· Musical elements (dynamic, tone quality, major vs. minor, tempo) affect the overall emotion that is conveyed
