Standard 1. Uses the target language to engage in conversations and exchange information.
LOTE 1.1.1 Uses the target language to express likes (e.g., objects, seasons, clothing, colors, food, celebrations) in everyday environments.
LOTE 1.1.2 Uses basic vocabulary to describe assorted objects (e.g., dress, classroom objects, body parts, foods) in everyday environments.

LOTE 1.1.3 Uses vocabulary for a wide range of topics (e.g. weather, numbers, dress, body parts, classroom objects, food, calendar, colors).
LOTE 1.1.4 Follows simple instructions in the target language (e.g., in games, with partners or groups, following commands suggested by teacher).
LOTE 1.1.5 Asks and answers questions in the target language using appropriate vocabulary, and oral expressions (e.g. greetings, introductions, exchanging names, general state of being; leave takings, giving and asking for permission).
Standard 2. Understands and interprets written and spoken language on diverse topics from diverse media

LOTE 1.2.1 Understands the basic ideas of oral messages, songs, and short conversations based on simple or familiar topics appropriate at this developmental level (e.g. likes, basic introductions, simple instructions).
LOTE 1.2.2 Understands the main ideas in ability-appropriate, highly illustrated texts that use many words that are similar to those in one's native language (e.g., stories, newspaper articles, advertisements).
LOTE 1.2.3 Understands the main ideas of ability-appropriate video on familiar topics. 

LOTE 1.2.4 Understands brief written messages and personal notes on familiar topics (e.g., everyday school and home activities)
LOTE 1.2.5 Understands common cognates and expressions in the target and native languages.
Standard 3. Understands traditional ideas and perspectives, institutions, and other components of the target culture.
LOTE 1.3.1 Knows limited age-appropriate cultural activities practiced in the target culture (e.g., games, songs, birthday celebrations, holidays).
LOTE 1.3.2 Knows simple patterns of behavior and interaction in various settings in the target culture (e.g. school and family) and how these patterns compare to those in one's native culture.
LOTE 1.3.3 Knows familiar cultural aspects of the target culture (e.g., dress, typical foods, currency, climate) and how they compare to those in one's native culture.
LOTE 1.3.4 Knows basic geographical aspects of countries where the target language is spoken (e.g., major cities, rivers, mountains, climate).
LOTE 1.3.5 Knows basic current and historical events that are important to the target cultures. 

Standard 4. Understands that different languages use different patterns to communicate and applies this knowledge to the target and native languages

LOTE 1.4.1 Knows that words that have been borrowed from one language to another and how these word borrowings may have developed.
LOTE 1.4.2 Knows basic elements of the sound and writing systems of the target language and how these elements differ from the same elements of one's native language.
