Standard 1:  Sings, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music

MU1.1.1  Sings simple ostinatos (repetition of a short musical pattern), partner songs and 

                 rounds

MU1.1.2  Sings on pitch and in rhythm with appropriate timbre, diction and posture, and 

                maintains steady beat

· sings working toward correct pitch and rhythm

· sing using correct posture

· maintain steady beat

· uses correct dynamics while performing (singing not screaming)

                maintains steady beat
