Standard 1:  Sings, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music

MU2.1.1  Sings simple ostinatos (repetition of a short musical pattern), partner songs and 

                rounds

MU2.1.2  Sings on pitch and in rhythm, with appropriate timbre, diction and posture, and 

                maintains a steady beat

· sings with correct pitch and rhythm

· uses correct diction (endings, pronunciation)

· maintains steady beat

MU2.1.3  Blends vocal timbres, matches dynamic levels and responds to the cues of a 

                conductor when singing as part of a group

· uses correct dynamics while singing (forte and piano)

· blends their voice with group

MU2.1.4  Knows songs representing genres and styles from diverse cultures

Standard 2:  Performs on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of

MU2.2.1  Echoes short rhythms (2-4 measure) and melodic patterns

· echoes using hands, voices and instruments

· echoes patterns with voices, solfege

MU2.2.2  Performs on pitch, in rhythm, with appropriate dynamics and timbre, and 

                maintains a steady beat

· performs on classroom instruments using forte and piano

· performs “getting louder” and “getting softer”

MU2.2.3  Performs in groups

· blends instrumental timbres

· matches dynamic levels

· follow the directions of conductor (start, stop)

· blend sound with group

· syllables, numbers and/or letters

· visually identify high and low pitches

· steps, skips, leaps
