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Orchestra  Grade 7

Standard 1:  Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

ORC7 1.1  Student will demonstrate proper instrument position and bow hold.
· Students with good left hand position will demonstrate vibrato motion.

· Students will demonstrate proper shifting technique.

· Students will use different left hand elbow levels under the violin



and viola depending on string.

· Students will use different right arm elbow levels depending on



string.

· Students will place the 4th finger properly.

· Students will use full bows.

· Students will demonstrate understanding of bow division as related

to note values.

· Students will use rotating motion on down bows.

· Students will use wrist action on up bows.

· Students will demonstrate proper rest position 

· Students will demonstrate proper instrument posture

· Students will demonstrate proper bow hold

ORC7 1.2  Performs with accurate pitch, rhythm, and steady beat.
· Students will tune using double stops and pegs.

· Students will tune using fine tuners.

· Students will perform the following major scales:




Violin-C-2, G-2, D-2, A-2, E, F, B-flat-2, E-flat, A-flat




Viola-C-2, G-2, D-2, A, E, F-2, B-flat, E-flat 2, A-flat




Cello-C-2, G-2, D-2, A, F-2, B-flat




Bass-C, G, D, A, E, F, B-flat

· Students will perform a, e, d, b, and g minor scales.

· Violin, viola, and cello students will perform a D chromatic scale.

· Students will hear and feel half and whole step relationships.

· Students will hear and match octave ringing tones.

· Students place fingers on tapes

· Students count dotted eighth-sixteenth notes, triplets, sixteenth notes, dotted quarter notes, dotted half notes, quarter notes, half notes, and eighth notes, and corresponding rests. 

· Students subdivide dotted quarter, quarter, and half notes into eighth notes out loud. 

· Students will perform under a steady beat provided by the teacher or a metronome.

ORC7 1.3  Performs with dynamic range.

· Students define dynamics.

· Students perform dynamics of sforzandos,  mezzo forte, mezzo piano, crescendo, decrescendo, accent, piano, subito changes, and forte.

Standard 2:  Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.

ORC7  2.1 Improvises simple rhythmic and melodic ostinato (repetition of a short musical pattern) accompaniments.
· Students will improvise using the D major and D pentatonic scales.

· Students will improvise using the blues scale and other major scales.
Standard 3:  Reading and notating music
ORC7  3.1  Knows symbols and traditional terms referring to dynamics and tempo. 

· Students will describe the following terms:
Musicality, spiccato, phrasing, hooked bowing, ringing tone, intonation, accelerando, ritard, double stop, staff, clef, measure, bar line, beat, repeat sign, note values, rest values, down (pull)bow, up (push)bow, fermata, bow lift (‘), scale, whole steps, half steps, staccato, legato, slurs, tempo,ties, tempo terms
· Students will be introduced to C natural as C, F natural as F,---the term “natural” will be known as a notation symbol that cancels sharps in any key signature.

· Students will describe parts of their instruments as indicated in their method book.

· Students will know and perform notes on the G, E, A, and D strings.
