	Definition

	Alliteration

	Used for poetic effect, a repetition of the initial sounds of 

several words in a group



	Assonance

	Repetition of vowel sounds in a literary work, especially in a poem


	Consonance

	The recurrence of similar sounds, especially consonants, in close proximity


	Refrain
	In poetry, a refrain is part of a stanza, consisting of one or more lines that are repeated regularly

	Sound Devices


	Defintion

	Rhyme
	the similarity of sound between two words

	Rhyme Scheme

	Pattern of end rhymes in a stanza or poem can be identified by assigning a letter, starting with a, to each line

	End Scheme

	Is the use of words with similar or identical sounds at the ends of lines


	Internal rhyme
	Is the use of rhyming words within a line

	Slant rhyme/

off rhyme

	rhymes that are not exact but only approximate/ 

do not have the same letter scheme
