Course Overview:

This course is an introduction to the foundations of Statistics including applications to business, health, sports and finance.  The goal of this course is to provide students with a broad variety of contexts that utilize basic statistical calculations in real settings.  Students are expected to have a strong algebra background that will enhance their ability to compute statistical data and make reasonable conclusions about the data.  Learning to interpret data will empower students to look at information through a critical lens.
