What is a Portfolio?

A portfolio is a classroom-based form of assessment that can evaluate historical understanding and trace achievement overtime.

Portfolio Projects

These projects are based on unit themes. The unit theme is important, because the context it provides gives conceptual meaning and organization to diverse factual material.

Portfolio Projects may include: drawings, illustrations, audio and video recordings or dramatic presentations of student writing.

Evaluation
Students are encouraged to vary the media in which they work. 
If a student always produces artwork or interviews they will not provide adequate basis for assessment. 
Assessment rubrics will be provided at the beginning of each project 
to provide clear expectations for grading.

There will be two portfolio assignments required each marking period.
Portfolio Projects are weighted 20% of a student’s total grade. 
Students may elect to work as individuals or in groups of two or three.

Students working with multiple partners will provide additional copies of their projects for the “End of the Year Portfolio.”

As students collect their individual projects into a portfolio, they will assemble them into a binder or box for review at the end of the year.
