Dear Parents/Guardians:


Welcome!  Your child is beginning the introductory course in the Family and Consumer Science Department.  This course allows students the opportunity to learn and explore basic life skills needed to become confident and competent managers in their personal, family, and career lives.


New York State requires all students receive 30 weeks of FACS by the end of the 8th grade.  Baldwinsville meets the mandate by the end of 7th grade and has divided our curriculum into 10 week blocks.  The 6th grade curriculum called FACS Foundation concentrates on personal development and sewing.  The 7th grade is split into two separate blocks; one called FACS Basics which concentrates on food and nutrition and FACS Future which focuses on career exploration.


Topics covered in FACS Foundation include time management, decision making and problem solving, using resources, communication skills, consumerism, as well as learning to sew on buttons, operating a sewing machine and using basic sewing skills to design and create a pillow and other projects as time allows.

It is important for each student to come prepared for class each day.  Being prepared means they come each day with a two pocket folder with loose leaf paper inside (be sure folder is labeled with name and period), agenda, pen or pencil, homework and any other materials that the teacher may require.


Students are required to provide materials for their pillow project.  This allows students the freedom to choose and create a project to suit their own taste. Supplies can be purchased locally at:

· 1 spool all-purpose thread to match the color of the main fabric (I will supply any other colors needed)
Students will be given a responsibility grade for bringing supplies in by the due dates.  If you are unable to provide your child with the materials at this time, please call me before the due date to discuss alternative arrangements.
